FOREWORD

Larsen & Toubro Limited (I.&T) wish to regulate and promote Construction
Vocational Training in India. To this end, LL&T have established a
Memorandum of Understanding with Henry Boot Training Limited and
the Construction Industry Training Board of U.K. This 15 to assist in the
development of a Unified Modular Training System for Construction
related trades, which will supply the Industry with significant numbers of
workers, trained 10 limited but recognised skill levels, in the shortest
possible time. The system will be tried and tested by _&T and thereafter
be offered to the Construction Industry Development Council of India as
a model approach. The framewaork of the svstemn will be designed to enable
“both new entrants to the Industry and skilled workers in the Industry to
progressively improve their levels of skills and knowledge competency in
their respective accupation and award them a skill certificate level, which
18 nationally recognised.

As a pre-requisite 10 the above, it is necessary to establish the Occupational
Skill Standards, which the Industry requires from its employees. An
Occupational Skill Standard 1s defined as written specification setting out
the requirements of knowledge and skills in respect of a particular
occupation or trade. To develop Construction skill standards, different
committees were constituted, consisting of Senjor execufives of L&T ECC
Group. They worked in cotlaboration with M/s. Henry Boot Traimng
Limited. U K. and Construction [ndustry Training Board. U.X.

The committee has brought out this book, which defines the skill standards
and gradation i ihe skill level. Stratification of skills into three different
levels (starting from level 1l and progressing to level 1) has been done.
There 15 a clear definition of Knowledue & Skills at each level, Thisis to
encourage a prouressive career growth lor the individual and also a climate
for continucus improvement of Knowledge & Skills in the Industry.

These Standards are used us a basis in the development of training
programnies and in the implementation of Trade Testing and Certification.
Employers in the construction Industry can confirm trat employees, who
achieve these Skill Standards. will meet the needs of the Industry and ths
will result i :

A masen sets bricks. concrete blocks, grills and paving slabs,
plasters walls and soffits. lays concrete tloors, brick paved Hoors.
lays concrete in foundations and drains: including bonding of
brickwork. casting and building in concrete lintels. A mason aiso
assists in the construction and maintenance of various types of

structures, working to specific. predetermined standards of
